We'll use the Scriptures extensively in our study.
Why? Here's why: the Bible is the measuring stick
of truth. Next to Jesus Christ himself, it's the
clearest revelation of truth we have.
The Apostle Paul said in 2 Timothy 3:16,
“All Scripture is God-breathed and is useful
for teaching, rebuking, correcting and
training in righteousness, so that
the man of God may be thoroughly
equipped for every good work."
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Note to teachers!!! how to use this book.

This book is perfect for small groups; for reading out loud with
discussion sessions. Schedule: 1 week for the intro and 2 weeks
for each of the 5 chapters equals 11 weeks. The last week can be
a party with a special guest testimony, cake and ice cream. Daily
Readings: Get a book for each student. Have them write their
name in the book and bring it each week. Strongly encourage
them to read a couple of pages a day at breakfast, writing
questions and notes in the wide margins. Give them highlighters.
Give them bookmarks you've made to remind them of things the
Lord impresses on your heart concerning this material. Designate
a "designated designator” each week to choose readers. Each
chapter has: Black Boxes: Brain starters. Q&A: Have your kids
pencil in their own answers. Then check the first appendix for
what | thought the answers were. This is great stuff for weekly
review. And PRAYER: To let the kids "own" the transformational
ideas they just studied. In the appendix: How to be saved along
with a written prayer of salvation. Kinetic chapter activities:
Suggestions for full-contact kinetic learning. Digging Deeper:
Some kids will be sufficiently challenged by what's in the
chapters, but some will want to dig deeper. Send those kids to
Appendix 4 and ask them to report back to the whole class.

BEINGS ARE UNIQUE IN HAVING LAWS OF
MORALITY WE ALL ACCEPT BUT THEN DECIDE
TO BREAK. LAWS WE CHOOSE TO DISOBEY.

WHAT A CONUNDRUM.
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More than just not doing what we should, we
end up doing the opposite. This condition is
so odd, that many people today have given
up and just said that there's no such thing as
wrong behavior. How nice. Simply announce
there IS no right and wrong and you can
hever again be accused of doing either one!

WHAT IF YOU COULD DRIVE ON ANY PART
OF THE ROAD, ANY DIRECTION AND ANY

SPEED YOU WISHED? THAT WOULD BE FINE
EXCEPT FOR THE OTHER CARS..,

Right and wrong are NOT a preference. They
are not just a perspective. They're more real
than the ground below us. They existed
before the world began. And they're so
totally IRRITATING. We keep finding ourselves
violating the rules of right and wrong. The
Biblical name for this rule is the Law of sin
and death. Not a great law to break, huh?
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Genesis 2:15-17: “The LORD God took the
man and put him in the Garden of Eden
to work it and take care of it. And the
LORD God commanded the man, You are
free to eat from any tree in the garden;
but you must not eat from the tree of
the knowledge of good and evil, for
when you eat of it you will surely die..."

If | told you not to jump off a bridge or you'd
die, would you still do it? You'd think that
with these kinds of choices, we'd chose to do
the things we get to live through. Not so
much. Adam and Eve decided to do the very
thing God promised would kill them.
Did they know? Yes. Did that L
matter? Apparently not.
Was that smart? | mean, you
tell me. You don't have to
have a university degree to
know not to do those things
that result in death.
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Wait. If God's so big on us doing right, maybe
we can bargain with him. Maybe if we do
enough right things, he'll HAVE to let us get
into heaven. Here's the deal, God, I'm going
to pet this cat instead of kicking it, so you
have to let me through the pearly gates. As
stupid as that sounds, there are still tons of
people who believe that's how it works.

God doesn't need us. He doesn't need our
goodness or good deeds. God doesn’'t need
anything. We have no bargaining power
with God. Whether we're good or bad, God is
still God. He can do as he pleases. The truth
Is, God made the Law of sin and death to
warn us about doing things that will kill us.

James 1:13-15 “God cannot be tempted by
evil, nor does he tempt anyone; but each
one is tempted when, by his own evil
desire, he is dragged away and enticed.
Then, after desire has conceived, it gives
birth to sin; and sin, when it is full
grown, gives birth to death.”

Apparently, we're our own worst enemy. We
cry out, "It wasn't me! The DEVIL made me do
it!" But nobody buys that. It's a conundrum.
We know how we ought to behave and then
we turn around and don't even attempt to
behave that way. And it's KILLING us.

Romans 7:15,18 & 19 “l don't understand
myself at all, for |1 really want to do what
is right, but i don't do it... | can't make
myself do right. 1 want to, but | can't.
When 1 want to do good, I don't. And
when | try not to do wrong, 1 do it
anyway.” [NLT]
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When the woman saw that the fruit of the
tree was good for food and pleasing to the
eye, and also desirable ior gainin
wisdom, she took some and ate it. She
also gave some to her husband, who was
with her, and he ate it. Then the eyes of
both of them were opened, and they
realized they were naked; so they sewed
fig leaves together and made coverings for
emselves. Then the man and his wife
heard the sound of the LORD God as he
was walking in the garden in the coal of
the day, and they hid from the LORD God
among the trees of the garden. But the
LORD God called to the man, “Where are
you?"” He answered, “I heard you in the
garden, and ] was afraid because I was
naked; solhid.” And he said, “Who told
you that you were naked? Have you
eaten from the tree that I commanded
you not to eat from?”

We
have rules of behavior but we don't have the
sense to obey them. You think I'm talking
about this conundrum too much? The truth
IS, hobody talks about it at all these days.
The law of sin and death is so obvious that it
takes really clever people to overlook it. And
everyone knows, you can't fix a problem
until you know what the problem actually is.
